Dear beloved in Christ,

Greetings to all of you in the name of our Lord Jesus Christ who is alive even
today. Thank the Lord of Lords who has enabled us to see the second month of 2021
by His immense grace. We are about to enter the period of Lent days beginning from
the 17th of this month. During these lent days let us grow in the Lord. Now let us
meditate on the word ‘Ash’.

"EPER" is the Hebrew term for ash. In the Bible, there are several places where
ash is combined with fasting. Putting on sackcloth and sitting down in the dust (ashes)
IS a practice seen in the Old Testament. (Ezra 4:3, 2 Samuel 13:19, Isaiah 58:5)

"SPODOS" is the Greek term used for ash in the Bible. In the New testament it
Is used in the context of purifying, edifying and repentance. (Matthew 11:2, Luke
10:13, Hebrews 9:12)

1. Renewal of the Covenant:

In the Bible we see that whenever the Israelites were convicted of their sin they
repented in sackcloth and ashes, and they prayed for God’s forgiveness (Jonah 3:5).
This was a symbolic act, representing the collective sin of the people as well as the
individual sin of the people (Jeremiah 3:6). When Jeremiah spoke God’s word against
Tyre, he said, “Put on sackcloth, my people, and roll in ashes; mourn with bitter
wailing as for an only son” (Jeremiah 6:26). Daniel sat in the dust and sought the
Lord (Daniel 9:3). The reason for sitting in the dust and mourning in this way was to
renew the covenant between God and the people of Israel, and for the people to renew
their lives. Thus, we also need to renew our covenant with God in this season of lent.

2.  The true life of Jesus:

From the period of Old Testament, and through the time of the New testament
the word ash has been used in various meanings in different contexts. This ash serves
as a tool for God’s people to strengthen and renew their relationship with God. This
shows that the ash has been a tool to relate with God even in ancient times when there
were no communication devices. “...for dust you are and to dust you will return.”
(Genesis 3: 19). When Adam and Eve sinned, this was a curse which God pronounced
against them. This serves as a proof to testify that man has lost the image of God from
himself. But the salvation which Jesus gives is for us to repent and to commune with
God.




In the Bible, ash denotes destruction (Genesis 18:27), sorrow (Ezra 4:3),
judgement (Lamentations 3:16), repentance (Leviticus 3:6). Ash reminds us that we
will return to dust.

As we begin to enter the days of lent let us examine our hearts and forsake the
deceitful selfish works of sin. The counsel which God’s word gives us “Flesh gives
birth to flesh, but the Spirit gives birth to spirit” (John 3:6). Above all, ash denotes
not our true self, but that Jesus was true for us. Jesus is the only true, faithful one,
therefore let us repent and receive His salvation.

Christians who have stopped repenting have stopped growing. The dead cannot
rise or sit, in the same way our souls should not be dead. Stubbornness distances us
from humility. In this time of lent let us take it as an opportunity given by God to
grow in godliness.
